There will be one winner of UK Prix Clarins 2018. The winner will receive £30,000 towards their charitable project along with a commemorative trophy. Eligibility:

Shortlisted applicants must be available for interview with the judging panel in central London, with two weeks’ notice.

Shortlisted candidates will then be asked to attend an interview with a judging panel in London in May 2018 (exact date of the interview to be confirmed to candidates with two weeks' notice).

The winner of the award will be determined by the judging panel whose decision will be final and will be announced in early June 2018 or before.

Entries from both registered and non-registered charities will be accepted. In the case of a registered charity winner, the £30,000 prize money will be paid directly to the winner’s charity. If the winner is from a non-registered charity, references with telephone numbers must be provided with their nomination and the money will be held in trust by Clarins and issued against specific activities that the winner would like to implement for the charity within the year.
